Background: The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (the Recovery Act) was signed into law on February 13, 2009.  The Recovery Act makes additional funding available to the CDFI Fund for the FY 2009 CDFI Program and the FY 2009 Native American CDFI Assistance (NACA) Program.
